A formal in-person launch ceremony in Kabul and a number of virtual events are being scheduled with
contributors, interested readers, and independent book critics from inside and outside Afghanistan for
further reflections and dialogues on the volumes both beyond and in the context of present war and peace-
making process in Afghanistan.
